To All Our Friends, 
                Just when you think things are going to be a little quiet…LAUGH.. Something new is on the 
horizon. In September I was at a loss for what to do to enhance our after-school life center, so I took some extra 
down time to pray and see what our Lord would show me. I was surprised and inspired with some refreshing new 
ideas. Similar to launching the summer CULINARY TRACK. As a result, a new schedule was set in place, kidz 
were interviewed and eight were selected for a Junior mentor program.  
 

Instead of taking in a lot of volunteers to cook, the kidz cooked their own meals each day for 6 weeks. Teresa set 
up all the computers with the same programs and began her own MS Publisher training sessions with the Kidz on 
Thursdays teaching them all the ins and outs. They caught on fast. Bill Duckery set out to make sure the math 
homework was getting done and helped those needing extra help each Wednesday. New bikes will be issued 
soon for those doing well with their grades.  Ann our art teacher taught on Mondays out of the book of proverbs. 
She pulled out the best scriptures on making wise decisions followed by an applicable art class where we used all 
the generous donation of arts & crafts supplies from Judy Bosland’s deceased mom. We have many wonderful 
projects to do with the kidz. Bless you Judy and family we have everything we will ever need. 

 

 As for me, I worked on restaurant skills with the kidz, setting up their chore schedule and teaching them to 
budget their finances and save out of their earned chore allowance each week around the mission. Outreaches 
were planned weekly with the purpose to model giving and to help them become job-ready. Three times we 
sorted products and packed cases in a warehouse that shipped tractor trailer loads of goods to the many disaster 
relief areas in our country. You would be surprised at how hard and efficient the kidz worked. Our kidz have tons 
of potential.  

 

It didn’t stop there! The kidz & I pealed cases of apples, cut them up and made delicious apple pies for a 
fundraiser that brought in $230.00. Lastly, they packed up groceries to bless families that were in more difficult 
circumstances then they were for Thanksgiving. Finding the names was left up to the kidz. No sooner than we set 
the Thanksgiving outreach in place, the Verla International perfume factory caught fire in New Windsor, NY. The 
Kidz thought we should find some of the employees that were out of work from the fire to give those groceries too. 
Great Idea! I set out to call every department I could think of to find names, but no one had a list. I  “TOOK TO 
THE STREETS.” I set out for the Newburgh Mall and asked all the store owners and people at random walking in 
the mall if they knew any people that were victims of the fire. Folks, let me tell you my phone started ringing. One 
name led to another and another until we had enough families to take our five boxes to. Seeing the humble 
means these families already lived in, I realized that losing their jobs right around the holidays was going to be 
hard. Getting groceries to these families would be a great way to help stretch whatever little dollars they had. 
NGTF could be A DOOR OF HOPE IN TIME OF NEED. The Times Herold Record received our contact 
information from the Red Cross and ran articles to help us collect food donations increasing all the ones we 
presently receive for our mission’s grocery distribution. The first week we sent 2 cases of overflowing groceries to 
the homes of over 22 families. Many of them cried when we dropped off, at the very least, $200.00 worth of food 
for each family. We will continue this relief effort into the New-Year as the Lord and supplies allow.  

 

Our little store front has turned into a grocery packing 
operation. Oh my Goodness! It’s amazing all the wonderful 
people stepping up to contribute support to make this outreach  
possible to these devastated families.   

 

 All of you are a part of our “MISSIONS’ TEAM” that makes it 
possible to reach out to those in need like we do.  No matter 
how many volunteers there are, without your financial support 
we would not be able to do what we do. It’s that simple. It’s a 
little easier to run hard and fast giving hope to KIDZ & their 
FAMILIES when we know all the bills are current.
